HOLIDAY GIFT IDEAS - SAVING KITTIES THROUGH SHOPPING ©
Rembrandt Kitty Project

One of our volunteers has come up with a great fundraising idea for MCA. We can take your
favorite kitty photos and furn them into “oil paintings” through the magic of computer software.
The images are modified using a "“brush stroke” type application. The more pixels the original
photograph has, the more detail your Rembrandt “painting” will have.

One of the volunteers who will be doing “Rembrandts” of your kitties did the two “Rembrandts”
below. The "Rembrandt” of Buzz, below, started off with a high pixel shot taken with a high
quality camera. The “Rembrandt” of Solomon was based on a photo from an automatic point
& shoot camera, with lower pixels. (The Buzz Rembrandt looks more like a painting in person
than it does in this small copy of it.)

Pricing depends on whether you want them printed on high quality photo paper and shipped
fo you or whether you want a jpeg emailed to you that you can print out yourself or take to a
photo shop for printing. We recommend you use good quality photo paper. The jpegs will be
$30.00. Printing and shipping add another $35.00 to our costs, so they will be $65.00. Unless you
specify a smaller size, the print we ship will be 16" x 20.” All prints are shipped unframed.
